Yet both roads provide access
to Chugach State Park. Toilsome Hill/Glen Alps Road provides access to the maost heavily visited trailhead in Alaska at
Chugach State Park. The access road is owned and maintained by the Glen Alps Service Area, even though the majority
of traffic is generated by Park users. Alaska State Parks supports improvements to Toilsome Hill/Glen Alps Road.

Canyon Road has a number of right-of-way issues. The Glen Alps Local Road Service Area Board estimates that
approximateEyATS% of Canyon Road is on private property.
